Students Judicial Officer 

• Decision made on Admission and communicated to necessary offices  
 
Continuing Students 

• Each semester the felon students are required to check-in at the Dean of 
Students office 

• The students will meet one on one with the Dean of Students or Judicial 
Officer to discuss progress, resources and if any other violations have 
occurred since their last check-in.
